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Of Grace and Grit: A Mother’s Story of Courage

race was only 47 when
she was diagnosed with
breast cancer. She was a
single mother struggling
to raise two children and, after the
initial shock of the devastating diag-
nosis passed, her greatest concern
was for her children. Her son had
just turned 15 and her daughter was
12 and both were terrified at the
prospect of losing their mother.
Grace understood this, having lost
her own father when she was a
teenager, and did her best to be
strong for their sake. Grace’s mother,

Marie, is a woman of courage and
character. She remembers how bravely
Grace fought her disease and how she
refused to give up. This is her story.

“Grace was a beautiful person and
she had a lot of grit in her. She was
determined and defiant about her
disease. She always said she had no
time to die,” recalls Marie wistfully.

As Grace’s health declined, Marie
cared for her tirelessly and assumed
responsibility for her two children.

“I called the Visiting Nurse/VNA
Care Network when it was clear that
I could no longer handle the situa-
tion on my own,” said Marie. “I was
70 at the time and a widow for many
years. I knew we needed help.”

“We couldn’t have managed without
the Visiting Nurses,” said Marie. “One
thing I've learned from this experience
is that cancer is a merciless disease — it
effects the whole family. The Visiting
Nurses understand that better than
anyone and they were so kind and
so capable.”

“We discussed the different care
options available to us and the nurses
told me about a program they offer
called Life Focus. Life Focus is special-
ly geared for people who are battling
a life threatening illness and actively
undergoing treatment. That certain-
ly described Grace’s situation.”

“It wasn't easy for Grace,” recalled
Marie sadly. “The chemotherapy and
radiation took a terrible toll on her.
The nurses were absolutely wonder-
ful through it all. They came to our
home and helped care for Grace in
ways that I just couldnt,” she said.

“Knowing that the Visiting Nurses
were there caring for Grace enabled

wo-time Tony Award
winner and Weston resi-
dent, James Naughton,
performed to a sell-out
crowd at the Westport Country
Playhouse on March Ist in a benefit
for the Visiting Nurse/VNA Care
Network. Mr. Naughton, whose
numerous credits include theatre,
films and television, brought his
Broadway hit musical, Street of
Dreams, to Westport to raise funds
in support of the work of the health-
care agency that has served Fairfield
County for more than 75 years.

James Naughton is a longtime sup-
porter of the Visiting Nurse/ VNA
Care Network and said that doing
this show was his way of giving back
to the agency that does so much to
help others in the community.
